                                                         POWER SURGES 
Power surges are triggered by many factors, including adverse weather conditions and when trees, construction 
equipment, vehicles or wildlife accidentally make contact with power lines. 

Despite the best efforts of electric utilities, it is impossible to guarantee that power surges won’t happen.  
System disturbances may arise beyond a utility’s control and as a result, the utility cannot compensate  

customers for damage.  

While we handle these issues as quickly as possible to restore power. Today’s modern electronic devices,  
including computers, TV’s, stereos, home entertainment systems and many of the newer appliances that are 

controlled by electronic circuits and chips are much more sensitive to voltage increases than in the past. As a 
result, electrical disturbances can cause damage to electrical equipment. 

To help avoid such damages, Members are urged to take two key actions; first, protect your sensitive equipment 

with a power bar equipped with some form of surge protection, (Not all power bars come with surge protection 
so check before buying). Surge protection is designed to cut power to your equipment within milliseconds of 

detecting a power spike thereby protecting your electronics. Second, ensure that your home-owners insurance 
policy covers damages that may be caused by unplanned outages due to such events beyond our control. Such  

coverage is readily available and inexpensive.
